The Summer Festival is an outdoor recreation program held at
Hopewell Park for children ages 5-12. Children enjoy swimming at
Hopewell Pool, arts & crafts, sports, games, fun activities & a weekly
field trip. They grow friendships, try new activities and embrace
every moment of summer! Beginning July 5th, Breakfast & Lunch are
served by the Taunton School Department as part of the Summer
Food Program offered by the USDA. In the event of rain, the program
is held inside the former Coyle & Cassidy Gym. Registration is limited
to 100 children per week. All children must be at least 5 years old by
June 1, 2022 but no older than 12 to participate. There is a $140 fee
per week to participate in this recreation program and this includes
all special events, trips & activities. There is an additional fee if
enrolling in extended hours. Non-resident fee after June 1t (if space
allows) is $160 per week.

Extended Hours are available each day before and after the Summer
Festival. Morning Care (6:45 - 8:30 am) is an additional $30 per week
or $10 a day. After Care (3:30 pm - 5:15 pm) is an additional $35 per
week or $10 a day. Both Morning & After Care are $40 per week or
$15 per day when registering in advance.

Through a Community Development Block
Grant, scholarship money is available to be
used towards Summer Festival 2022. Eligible
Taunton families may apply for a scholarship
and attend Summer Festival for the reduced rate
of $70 per week as space allows. Applications
will be available for up to two (2) weeks* of
Summer Festival per child at this reduced rate.
Each scholarship is good to use toward the
regular program hours of 9 am - 3 pm and do
not include any extended care options (which
are available at the regular rate).

Applications will be available at the Parks,
Cemeteries & Public Grounds Office, 170
Harris Street beginning Wednesday, April 20,
2022 between the hours of 9:00 am - 3:00
pm. Proof of residency is required (current
driver’s license and current utility bill). Income
verification is required for all sources of
income.
